HAPPY MOTHER’S DAY!!!!


Mother’s Day is holiday honoring mothers, celebrated (on various days) in many places around the world. Mothers often receive gifts on this day.  People in different countries celebrate Mother's Day on different days of the year because the day has a number of different origins.  





In the United States, Mother's Day was copied from England by social activist Julia Ward Howe after the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/American_Civil_War" \o "American Civil War" �American Civil War�. Howe wrote the Mother's Day Proclamation which called for peace and an end to war.   Her idea was influenced by Anna Reeve Jarvis, a young West Virginia homemaker who, starting in 1858, had attempted to improve sanitation through what she called Mothers' Work Days.





When Jarvis died, her daughter, named Anna Jarvis, started the crusade to found a memorial day for women. The first such Mother's Day was celebrated in Grafton, West Virginia, on May 10, 1908, in the Andrews Methodist Episcopal (now United Methodist) Church where the elder Ann Jarvis had taught Sunday School.





In the United Kingdom, the day now simply celebrates � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Motherhood" \o "Motherhood" �motherhood� and thanking � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Mother" \o "Mother" �mothers�.  In parts of the United States it is customary to plant tomatoes outdoors after mother's day (and not before.)





In 1914 President Woodrow Wilson declared the first national Mother's Day, as a day for American citizens to show the flag in honor of those mothers whose sons had died in war. Nine years after the first official Mother's Day holiday, commercialization of the U.S. holiday became so rampant that Anna Jarvis herself became a major opponent of what the holiday had become. Mother's Day continues to this day to be one of the most commercially successful U.S. holidays.





According to the National Restaurant Association, Mother's Day is now the most popular day of the year to dine out at a restaurant in the United States.
