NEGRO INHERITANCE TAX REFUND

SLAVERY REPARATION ACT

PRE-1928 SOCIAL SECURITY TAX REFUND

In 2000, there were many variations of the above captions circulating in the Black community in the South and the West.  Unfortunately, none of them are true.  Since Social Security was created in 1937, there is no Social Security Refund for years prior to 1937.  One notice says apply for your Reparation Rebate, Credit, or Refund on Federal Form 2439.  Federal Form 2439 is for reporting the undistributed capital gains from corporate stock.

The I.R.S. received so many inquiries, it was forced to post on its website in 2002 that there is no refund, rebate, or credit for slavery.   Anyone who claims such a credit on his or her tax return will be subjected to the according civil and criminal penalties.   The minimum penalty is $500 plus interest and additional penalties.
How did this rumor get started?  Probably after the States of Oklahoma and Florida settled with the surviving family members of the Black Holocaust in Oklahoma ("Black Wall Street") and RoseWood (See the movie starring Ving Rhames {HBO's "Don King"}and Don Cheadle {"Hotel Rwanda"}); both events took place during the 1920s.
